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AB Snowcat Winter Triticale

Overview:

AB Snowcat is a reduced awn winter triticale suitable for both feed and forage use. During the two years of testing in the
registration trials, it showed consistently high grain yield performance across all the zones tested. In addition to its high
yield, AB Snowcat showed earlier maturity compared to the checks and better winter survival. AB Snowcat has shorter
stature and improved straw strength.

Features:

High grain yield potential (125% of Bobcat, 112% of Metzger)

Earlier maturity (-5d vs. Luoma, -3d vs. Metzger)

Excellent winter survival (94%), better than all winter cereal checks, including winter wheat
High test weight and dry matter yield

Short straw with good resistance to lodging
